Sub: Amendments/Relaxation in certain rules/policy ete. in pursuanece of
the recommendations by the Sub-Committee constituted by the IDC

and as suggested during the in-house discussions.

An agenda item on the subject matter proposing certain relaxations / amendments /
revisions in the existing rules / policy / procedure etc. was placed before the Infrastructure
Development Committee of the Board of Directors(IDC) vide item (14) of its meeting held
on 19.06.2009. The IDC has accorded following approvals in the matter:

(A) Change of land use of Allotted Industrial Plots:

(1

(i)

Allowing change of land use of an industrial plot for commercial / institutional
purposes of the plots located on the roads having width of 18 mtrs. and above.
This approval has been accorded relaxing the existing technical condition that
such conversions will not be allowed for the plots located on road below 24 mtrs.
width. However, the above relaxation would not apply to the cases where in the
criteria of minimum road width 24 mtr or above is specified in the building
regulations. Further, the parking space requirements and other traffic parameters
to be strictly observed as per JDA/Local Bodies norms. Accordingly clause 11(ii)
of the rule20-(C) will get substituted by the above amended proviso.

The following specific activities/uses will also not be permitted while considering
change in the land use for commercial purposes:

Marriage hall/garden, independent Banquet Hall.

Time period for utilizing the allotted plot for the changed purposes will remain
the same as allowed /available for the allotted plot.

years of land allotment

additional 10% conversion charges to be levied

MNote: For educational institutes there is already an existing relaxation related to the
above condition in the policy/rule, which will remain intact.
